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So wrote the poet, Alexander Pope. Just last week,
at Loreto College, we had a wonderful example of
that, with the visit of a young author. Nicole, now
aged 20, suffered from cancer of the spine when
she was 11, which has left her wheelcHaaund.
Subsequent problems have caused her to lose her
sight and hearing. Yet, undeterred, she has raised
over £70,000 for the Teenage Cancer Trust and
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stone there and our Christian hope of resurrection

to eternal life. Over the past few months, | have
taken several services of Interment of Ashes there.
Every time, | have been struck with a sense of
shame and of hope: shame at the graffiti on the
fence ¢ now removed, thankfullyg at the general
neglected atmosphere; hope that this place, given
finance and hard work, could be an attractive and
peaceful setting, a place where the bereaved, and
others, could enjoy a time of quiet in pleasant
surroundings.

Lastly, hope binds us as we begin the process of
